NATO (North Atlantic Treayy Organization

was formed as a military defensive move
on April A4, 1949 by 12 countries which in-
cluded the United States, Canada, and ten
smaller European countries which included
Belgium, Denmark, France, Iceland, Italy,
Luxumbourg, the Netherlands, Norway,
Portugal, and Britain. Greece and Turkey
became members in February, 1952 and the
Federal Republic of Germany joined in May,
1956, :

Any European country may join NATO if al]
members are willing and it is agreed that
it would help their objective of keeping
all of free Europe free,

The purpose of the treaty was to protect
smaller European countries from Russian
aggression after World War II. The treaty
clearly states that an attack against any
one of these countries would be consider-
ed an attack on all of thc member countrie
Russia took immediate notice and none of
these countries were further ravished by
Communistic military power.

As NATO is a military watchdog for all
member nations, four separate commands
have been strategically located so as to
keep better watch over members and to keep
protection at a maximum. The four command
are the Atlantic, the European, the Chan-
nel and the Canadian - United States Com-
mand,

A1]1 nations contribute funds and mili-
tary strength into one large pool of might
The United States, being the biggest has
contributed over $25 billion to NATO,
Canada over $1.5 billion and the Europecan
countries combined have paid out over
$150 billion.

NATO's strength is very impressive, hav-
ing about 100 active and reserve units,
more than 1,000 combat vessels, and over
5,000 combat aircraft.

NATO is more than just a military power
and now is helping members to work closer
together in scientific and economic prob-
lems., All members are working together
to increase the size and power of the fred
world in FEupope today.

The Korean Conflict and border conflicts
between Red China and smell Asian countrig
are proof that Rusgsia for the time being

at least is shifting her aggression to
)s other parts of the world and leaving
NATO members free of open aggression.
2. NEW SECRETALRY OF DEFENSE,

A long expected resignation of Neil H.
McElroy as Secretary of Defense has be-
came a reality and Thomas S. Gates has
been named his successor. In a National
Security Council meeting President Eisen-
hower awarddd McElroy the Metal of Free-
dom for outstanding service to his country
lond his dedication to his task.

McElroy is planning to return to Proctor
and Gamble Soap Company as Chairman of the
Boamrd. He was president of the company
when he became named to the post of Sec-
retary of Defense,

3. TROUBLED IKDIA.

The pressure is on in India where it
seems imperative that action be taken
S.against the Clinese Communists who have
invaded India's northern borders and kil-
led 0 or 10 Indien policenen.

Most of the Indians feel that their
self-respect and interest of peace is
being endrngered and that the country
should start looking for allies in the
face of possible war. The country of
SPakistan has been named as a meeting place
for a joint defense agreement.

Starting with the clear-cut statement
that a2 noncommissioned officer is an off-
icer other than a commissioned or warrant
officer, the regulation further defines
an NCO as an airmen in the grade of SSgt,
TSgt, MSgt, SMSgt, or CMSgt.

1, Personal regard for the welfare of his
subordinctes through continuous obscrvation
an attention.

2. Maintenance of high standards of food,
clothing, and living qu ers assigned
gsubordinates.

3, Sanitation, health, and sa
L, Recreation and education.
5, Impartial trcatment of airmen under
control.

6. Support of justified grievances of sub-
ordinates.

7. Fair and equitable use of passes and
leaves.

8. Wherever possible, assistance in the
resolution of the personal problems of
subordinates.

The regulation stated that NCOs who do
not fulfill these responsibilities will be
considered for demotion according to the
procedure set down in 4FR 39-30 (Administ-
rative Demotion of Airmen).
